ARNDT is pleased to present a solo show
by the internationally renowned artist Wim Del-
voye at Abu Dhabi Art 2014, where the gallery is
exhibiting recent works from his coveted Gothic
and Rorschach series, as well as new twist-
ed-tire pieces that are perfectly fit for the desert
terrain.

Blurring the boundary between medieval
Gothic art and the digital realm of current con-
temporary art, the Belgian-born Delvoye makes
aerodynamic, mathematically perfect, intricate
sculptures that take both art and architecture to
new levels of invention. One of the key elements
of this diverse body of work is his life-size con-
struction machinery, originally carved from wood
but more recently recreating Gothic styles in la-
ser-cut steel, like Twisted Dump Truck, which is
on view here. Delvoye uses technology to come
up with new, fascinating, complex forms, which
often take years to produce.

Qver the past few years, Delvoye has been
developing a series of works that reinterprets
iconic sculptures from the illustrious period of
neoclassicism and romanticism. Toying with
both homage and irreverence, the artist appro-
priates, mirrors and deforms the classic works
that most inspire him. Digitally scanning, twist-
ing and dividing, Delvoye makes the art of the
past vital again—and, ironically, as precious as
products from the best luxury brands, which is a
nearly impossible feat for art. Four of these Ror-
schach-style, nickel-plated bronze sculptures
are highlighted in the ARNDT’s booth, which is
displayed like a cabinet of curiosities.

Equally as dynamic in the display are two
large-scale, spinning Suppo sculptures, which
are related to the Gothic, twisted bronze that
Delvoye exhibited in .M Pei's pyramid at the
Musée du Louvre in Paris during his 2012 solo
show, engagingly spread throughout parts
of the museum. Combining the architectural
and mechanical, the divine and secular and
the masculine and feminine, these imaginative
sculptures evoke the divine harmony and cos-
mological order in Gothic architecture, while
conveying both weightlessness and mass.

And getting back to the dialogue between
high and low culture, Delvoye offers two spec-
tacular new works that morph high-performance
motorcycle wheels and tires into sculpturally
marvellous, digitally derived Mdbius-rings—
pieces that would have been impossible for any
Renaissance artist to make. - Paul Laster
